Your role as a parent is vitally important in supporting
your child as they enter Kindergarten. You can prepare
your child by helping them build skills such as:

« Dressing and undressing themselves with
minimal help

* Following three-step directions

« Telling stories and recounting events in
sequential order

« Explaining what is happening in a picture
when asked

« Taking turns and sharing with other children in
small groups

« Sitting and listening to stories for 5-10 minutes

« Identifying their name and some letters of the
alphabet

« Counting objects up to 10

« The ability to name some colours, shapes, and
numbers

Children can start Kindergarten in September if
they will be at least five years of age by January 31
of the following year.

To help families choose the right Kindergarten for
their child, many schools host information events in
the spring. Parents and caregivers can also contact
the school of their choice for more information or
to register.
